All Cheynat puppies are sold first and foremost as family companions. This puppy is the result of a selective mating of parents who are of excellent health, sound temperament and conform to the Canadian Kennel Club Standard for Australian Shepherds. This puppy is being sold as a healthy, happy puppy of sound temperament that should develop into a good representative of the breed. The buyer agrees to provide good and responsible care by providing adequate training, attention, exercise, nutrition, shelter, grooming, and veterinary care to ensure the physical and emotional well being of the dog. The buyer agrees not to expose this puppy to dogs whose vaccination history is unknown, nor to areas they may frequent until this puppy has completed it’s recommended vaccination and booster series.

TRAINING: All Cheynat puppies MUST attend and complete at least one Puppy Training Class and one follow up Dog Obedience Class before one year of age.

Both your puppy's sire and dam have been screened for, and have been deemed to be clear of elbow and hip dysplasia, and hereditary eye by an ophthalmologist. 

VACCINATIONS: You will be provided a recommended vaccination protocol. However, you may choose a different protocol from your veterinarian. Please do some research before deciding which you choose to do. We are available any time you have questions or concerns.We believe that the vaccination for Leptospirosis is more harmful than good. This vaccination has been known to cause autoimmune disease in dogs. We strongly recommend not vaccinating for Leptospirosis.
NUTRITION:  At Cheynat our commitment to raising happy and healthy dogs and litters doesn't stop when you arrive to bring your puppy home! We strive to offer the best advice when it comes to caring for your new pet, including grooming, training, exercise and ESPECIALLY nutrition! GUARANTEE


THE FIRST 72 HOURS: All Cheynat puppies have had a thorough examination by our Veterinarian at 7 weeks of age and are guaranteed to be in good health at the time of sale. The purchaser is encouraged to have their puppy examined by their own veterinarian in the first 72 hours after purchase for a general health check. If the veterinarian finds anything seriously wrong with the puppy, the buyer may return the puppy for a full refund of the purchase price if the puppy is returned with a letter signed by the examining veterinarian indicating the nature of the puppy’s illness.
Your puppy has been temperament tested at (or about) 49 days of age to assure that no undesirable behavioral traits exist. Should the purchaser question the temperament of this pup, he must notify us within 72 hours of receiving the puppy/dog. If necessary, the pup may be returned to us at the buyer's expense for evaluation. If there is found to be a valid problem and we don’t deem the temperament problem to be the result of improper handling (lack of proper socialization and training, teasing or other abuse) by the purchaser, family members or his agent, we will replace the dog with one of equal value (if available) or a full refund of the purchase price. All veterinarian and shipping/traveling expenses incurred are the responsibility of the purchaser.


THE FIRST 30 DAYS: If the puppy is returned in a clean, healthy condition within 30 days because of allergies, family breakdown, relocating or for any other reasonable cause. The purchaser will receive a refund of 50% of the purchase price. The Canadian Kennel Club registration papers must be returned and ownership must be signed over to Leslie Edwards.

THE FIRST 36 MONTHS: The sire and dam of this puppy are certified clear of hip and elbow dysplasia, and hereditary eye

Disease.  Reasonable precautions have been taken to prevent this puppy from acquiring these hereditary diseases. To the best of our knowledge there is no history of epilepsy or allergies in your puppy’s background, but these are not things we can test the sire and dam for prior to breeding. Unfortunately the hereditary and environmental causes of these diseases are not perfectly known and no guarantee can be given against their occurrence.

If the guarantee is to be exercised Cheynat Australian Shepherds must be notified and an opinion from a specialist must be acquired prior to any claim. If the refund option is chosen medical receipts must be provided and not more than the total of the

Receipts or 50% of the purchase price of the dog (whichever is less) can be claimed. Cheynat Australian Shepherds is not responsible for any diagnostic medical costs.

1) Hips & Elbows: If, at any time from the date of purchase to the dog's third birthday, this dog develops clinical signs of hip or elbow dysplasia (i.e. lameness), attested to by x-rays and evaluation by a competent licensed veterinarian, due to congenital defects rather than neglect or injury at the hands of the purchaser or his agent. We will either refund 50% of the purchase price to assist with any further veterinary expenses incurred due to the disease or replace the dog as soon as a suitable replacement becomes available. The replacement will be a puppy or young adult of equal value to the puppy at time of purchase. We reserve the right to request that the x-rays be sent for review to a board-certified veterinary radiologist at the purchaser’s expense.

2) Eye guarantee: If this dog develops a debilitating, hereditary eye condition, substantiated by a board certified veterinary

Ophthalmologist, we will replace or refund as in 1 above.

RESALE: Ownership and/or possession of this dog will not be transferred without written consent of the breeder. The breeder will accept return of this dog at any time the purchaser declines to keep said dog; however, the breeder is not obligated to refund any or the entire purchase price excepted as stated above.

CKC non-breeding contract: All puppies are sold with a Canadian Kennel Club non-breeding contract, which shall be

Signed by the buyers before the puppy will be registered with the Canadian Kennel Club.

I have read the above agreement and understand the terms and conditions that apply to the guarantee.  Should it become necessary to enforce any part of this contract by legal means, all expenses will be the responsibility of the BUYER (S).
